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The book consists of twelve chapters which focus on the examination of the stakeholders in all the different forms of sustainability which encompass ecological integrity, social equity and economic security.  The emphasis is on the holistic approach to sustainability.  Examining the corporate world’s relationship with the environment and society appears to be the main focus of this book.  It is an edited volume in which all of the chapters seem to appeal to the notion that corporations need to invest in the incorporation of parameters which reflect true accountability for the totality of what sustainability encompasses.  Thus it is not just economic sustainability, but social, political, environmental and cultural aspect of sustainability.  Stakeholders who emphasize paradigms which deal with ecological and biodiversity sustainability have begun to demand the inclusion of environmental concerns and carrying capacity issues into the discussions of sustainability undertaken by corporations.  The book contains important dialogue on societal perspectives on the governance of corporations for sustainable outcomes.  Social and environmental losses must be anticipated and calculated in order to make appropriate compensations to stakeholders.  This is a good book for researchers and the university libraries.  It is highly recommended.
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
